BILL KAULBACK

Lieutenant-Colonel Bill

Kaulback, DSO, died on

June 27 aged 85. He was
born on May 11, 1911.

BILL KAULBACK pursued
an intrepid and courageous
career as a soldier and travel-
ler. He won a DSO in the field
in Germany 1n May 1945
while commanding the Ist
Battalion of The York and
Lancaster Regiment in the Sth
Infantry Division.

The Allies had just forced
the crossing of the River Elbe
in their advance across
Germany and their bridge-
head at Lauenberg had been
thrown back to the river by a
strong German counterattack.
Kaulback’s battalion counter-
attack quickly broke through
the German front and he
himself, following with his
Tactical Headquarters close
behind the leading companies,
came suddenly under fire
from an enemy position which
had lain concealed. Taking

- one officer and two men whom

he had with him, Kaulback
attacked on foot immediately,
carrying the position and forc-
ing the 72 shaken survivors to
lay down their arms and
surrender.

Roy James Alfred Kaulback
was born at Kingston, Ontar-
io, where his father was adju-
tant at the Canadian Royal
Military College. He was edu-
cated at Rugby and Pembroke
College, Cambridge, but, de-
scended from a long line of
soldier forebears, he was keen

| to follow ancestral example

and received a territorial com-

- mission into the Royal Artil-

lery while still an
undergraduate. In 1932 he
took a regular commission
with the Royal Irish Fusiliers
and went on to see active
service with the regiment in
India, Sudan, Egypt, Cyprus
and Palestine, where he par-
ticipated in the suppression of
the Arab revolt of 1936.

An accomplished horse-
man, athlete and boxer, at 2l
Kaulback won the inter-ser-
vices light heavyweight box-
ing championship of India. In
1933, having been granted
leave, he left India, crossing
the Himalayas on foot, to
explore Tibet. Journeying
back again several months
later through the remote Yak

L]

La Pass, he was the first
recorded white man to take
this route.

A year later, while his
regiment was stationed at
Khartoum, he was given leave
and, having arranged with
Wilfred Thesiger, then the
district officer, for camels to be
ready for him at Kuttum in the
far western Sudan, he set off to
explore the almost unknown
open desert lying between
Sudan and the Tibesti moun-
tains nearly 1,000 miles away.
He mapped by compass
traverse and discovered hith-
erto unrecorded palaeolithic
rock paintings. On his return
he was elected a Fellow of the
Royal Geographical Society.

In 1941 he passed out top of
his course at the Army Staft
College, Camberley, and iIn
1942 was posted to command
the 1/6th Queen’s Regiment in
the Desert Rats, the 7th
Armoured Division. With
them he fought in all the
Eighth Army battles from El
Alamein to that at Medenine
in Tunisia.

On January 22, 1943 his
division, racing to capture and
open the port of Tripol, was
held up by a strong Afrika
Korps rearguard of artillery
and machineguns blockading
the Tarhuna Pass and the long
defile through the mountains
leading down to the plain and
Tripoli itself.

One battalion, sent out early
that morning to dislodge the
enemy, had vanished, lost in
the mountains. But delay was
unacceptable and that evening
Kaulback, despite lacking
proper maps, led his battalion

IS miles along goat-tracks to

outflank the Germans and
thus force their withdrawal.
As the last light was fading
they were seen and came
under fire, but bravely persist-
ing onwards they reached the
plain and were able to report
the pass and defile clear.

The next night the divisional
armour was again held up,
this time by anti-tank ditches
closing the Tripoli road.
Kaulback, leading his men,
scaled the obstacles. Tripoli
fell to the 7th Armoured
Division tanks before dawn.

Two months later, during
the battle at Medenine,
Kaulback was the sole survi-
vor of his tactical headquar-
ters when a shell exploded in
its midst. He lost an eye, but
with typical courage insisted
on personally handing over
the battle to his second-in-
command before being taken
to the rear to have his wounds
dressed.

During his convalescence
he organised training and
manoeuvres in Syria and Pal-
estine for nine months but,
impatient to return to action,
he cajoled a medical officer to
pass him fit. ‘He rejoimned the
fighting in January 1944 in
command of the Ist Battalion
The York and Lancashire Reg-
iment on the Cassino-Gari-
gliano front in Italy. He
commanded that battalion un-
til the end of the war and was
mentioned in dispatches twice.

After the war he was ap-
pointed Chief of Statt to Gen-
eral Sir Richard Gale and was
involved in the troubles in the
Middle East that preceded the
ending of the British Mandate
and the establishment of the
State of Israel.

In 1946 — despite strong
resistance from the Military
Secretary, General “Boy”
Browning, who considered
him too valuable for the Army
to lose — Kaulback joined the
Iraqg Petroleum Company.

He went on to work in the
oil industry for the next IS5
years, ending up in 1958 to
1960 by taking charge of the
construction of a giant multi-
million-pound oil terminal in
the Persian Gulf.

He spent a quiet retirement
In Cadogan Gardens, London.

Bill Kaulback is survived by
his wife Fenja, and by their
daughter and three sons.

.
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RONALD KAULBACK, who
has died aged 86, was an
adventurer in the uncharted
regions of Tibet during the
1930s, and a formidable com-
mander of tribesmen 1n
Burma in the Second World
War.

Ronald John Henry Kaul-
back was born on July 23
1909 at the Royal Military
College, Ontario, where his
father was staff adjutant.
Young Ronald grew up near
Richmond, Yorkshire.

He was educated at Rugby,
where he distinguished him-
self at athletics, rugby and
rifle-shooting, and Pem-
broke College, Cambridge,
where he read the History
Tripos, German and Rus-
sian. He played for the LX
Club and the Harlequins. In
the summer vacations he
played the balalaika in

[.ondon restaurants with
Medvedev's Russian
Orchestra.

Ronald Kaulback

A high-spirited young
man, Kaulback was known
for his pranks, the most noto-
rious of which was the duck-

ing of Hector Mappin in

Granchester mill pond in
1928; the incident occupied
the popular press for days.

Kaulback had intended to
enter the diplomatic service
but in 1933 was urged by Gen
Sir Percy Sykes and Gen Sir
Percy Cox, both Fellows of
the Royal Geographical Soci-
ety, to join Capt Kingdon-
Ward’s next expedition to
Tibet.

Kingdon-Ward, a cele-
brated Himalayan explorer
and botanist, agreed to take
Kaulback on condition he
provide a witness to his good
character. Kaulback —
somewhat rashly, in view of
the Mappin incident —
offered his senior tutor at
Pembroke as a referee.

“Dear Captain Kingdon-
Ward,”’ wrote Jock Lawson
in reply to the explorer’s
mquiry, ‘I have known Ron-
ald Kaulback well through
three tumultuous years at
this college, and can confi-
dently recommend him to
you as an Explorer-Compan-
ion, or as a Buccaneer, or
probably best of all as Presi-
dent of a South American
Republic.”

Kaulback, Kingdon-Ward
and about 60 coolies set out
in March from India. A
month later they reached
Tibet, and pushed on into
unknown territory; a mis-
sionary following them with
mail and money was
ambushed on the road, and
had his throat slit. During
the next few weeks condi-
tions worsened. The party
had to camp on small ledges
in fierce blizzards.

In July, Kaulback was
forced by the Tibetan
authorities to return alone,
by another route. On his jour-
ney he discovered a hitherto
unknown pass 14,000 ft high,
ariver and a town.

Kaulback was plagued by
rainforest leeches — on one
occasion he counted 600 on
his person — and bitten by a
Russell’s viper (he bound his
arm with a tourniquet, grad-
ually releasing the poison).
He lived on corn cobs and
cucumbers.

Between them Kaulback
and Kingdon-Ward covered
2,500 miles of country never

before seen by Europeans.
During the next six years
Kaulback led his own expedi-
tions into the mountain coun-
try on the Sino-Tibetan bor-
der. He tried in vain to find
the source of the Salween
river, and surveyed and
mapped an area of 50,000
square miles.

Kaulback had been
assigned by the Natural His-
tory Museum at South Ken-
sington to collect lizards,
snakes, 1nsects, birds and
flowers in Upper Burma. He
sent back one new species of
snake (which was named tri-
mesurus Kaulbacki), five new
lizards (one of them named
1rapalura Kaulbackt) and
three new frogs.

To remind the museum
staff of his hardships Kaul-
back thrust a handful of bed-
bugs, preserved in formalin,
into one package. He was
subsequently upbraided by
an enraged bedbug special-
ist: 1t turned out that the
packet had contained a new
variety of bug but the for-
malin had corroded 1its legs
and made it unclassifiable.

Kaulback was also pes-
tered by bloodsucking flying
insects, and one night
ordered one of his men to
chase them away. He woke
the next morning to find the
man still rushing round with
a butterfly net, his mind, as
Kaulback put it, “‘a seething
blank’’. A more effective
way of dealing with the crea-
tures, Kaulback found, was
to put a pig in his bed as bait,
and retire to the roof.

His travels in Tibet were
facilitated by the award of a

Roval Geographical Society
Murchison Grant in 1937.
They were made easier still
when he was ennobled by the
Governor of Zayul: this
entitled him to wear the 4in
““‘noble amethyst earring’’ in
his left ear, and to requisi-
tion porters and baggage ani-
mals for free.

Kaulback’s books Tibetan
Trek (1934) and Salween
(1938) went into several
editions.

On the outbreak of the
Second World War, Kaul-
back returned immediately
to England. He was commis-
sioned into the Intelligence
Corps, and after a period as
an 1nstructor at the Heavy
Weapons Wings at Nether-
avon and in Canada asked to
be given the chance of action.
In 1943 he was sent to Force
136 in South-East Asia.

[.t-Col Kaulback led an
intelligence party working
behind Japanese lines in the
LL.ashio area of Burma. When
14th Army began 1its offen-
sive In 1944 his force turned
to guerrilla warfare and sab-
otage; it staged a number of
successful ambushes and
destroyed several bridges.

In 1945 Kaulback was OC
Tactical Wing, Force 136,
north of Rangoon. He had
under his command 13,000
Karen tribesmen, all keen to
kill Japanese. With these he
liguidated 13,500 Japanese
soldiers, at negligible loss to
his own force. To keep count
he told his men to bring back
the left ear of every Japanese
killed; for each ear they were
rewarded with five rounds of
ammunition.

Kaulback was appointed
OBE 1n 1946. .
After VJ Day he moved
with his family to Ardnaga-
shel House, on Bantry Bay in
County Cork, which he con-
verted into a hotel; guests
could engage in wildfowling
and trout and salmon fishing.
A genial host, Ron Kaulback
was known for his splendid
curries, and would treat

friends to poteen.

When the house was
destroyed by fire in 1968
Kaulback moved to Hoar-
withy, Herefordshire.

He married first, in 1940
(dissolved 1984), Audrey
Howard-Sneyd; they had two
daughters and twin sons. He
married secondly, in 1984,
Mrs Joyce Woolley.
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
