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PREFACE.

TLirrLe more than a year has elapsed since the last roll of Kelvinside

Academicals on service was published. There are at present, as far as
can be ascertained, 494 old boys enlisted in the Navy and Army.
Although conscription is now in force it remains essentially true that
these are volunteers, as the additional 54 names are almost entirely
those who were omitted formerly.

1917 has been a year of sorrow. When the previous list was
published 6 Academicals had made the supreme sacrifice, but now
the toll is g5, and, in addition, 8 have been missing for many months.
The first edition issued in September 1914 contained 146 names :
of these 30 have been killed. The explanation of this high percentage
consists in the fact that nearly all are commissioned officers.

Kelvinside Academy was the first day school in Great Britain to have
a cadet corps, and how nobly the corps has justified its existence 1s
shown here. Sixteen D.S.0.s, two of them with bars, and thirty
Military Crosses, three of them with bars, have been gamed. Sixty
men have been mentioned in despatches, one six times, three three
times, and fourteen twice. In addition there are one D.C.M., two
Military Medals, one Bronze Medal for Gallantry in saving life at sea,
one Officer of the Order of the British Empire, and of foreign Orders
five French, four Russian, two Belgian, four Serbian, one Montenegrin,
three Italian, and one Egyptian.

This edition contains a record of all the pwdiished deeds of gallantry
for which honours have been conferred on old pupils of Kelvinside
Academy.

In accordance with War Office regulations no battalion numbers are
inserted, but details of these are preserved and will be inserted in the
final edition. Full particulars of these are requested, and of the fields
of war in which men have served, with dates. It is especially desired
that all who are eligible for the Mons and Gallipoli Stars will send in
their names. The list is issued 1n the knowledge that it is an 1mperfect
and inadequate tribute to a fine record of which everyone connected
with the school must be proud.
