MEDIEVAL RIDGE
TILE

Exhibit at National
Museum of Wales

This week’'s special exhibit at the
National Museum of Wales is a medieval
ridge-tile, probably of fourteenth century
date, from Caerleon.

The tile is angular in eross-section,
with & serrated crest (partly restored),
thus resembling more modern earthen-
ware ridge tiles. It is covered with a
green glaze, and decorated with a simple
incised pattern, both of which are
characteristic of its period.

Such ridge-tiles were commonly used
on medieval buildings. The roofs them-
selves were apparently covered with
flat tiles of stone, and the ridge-tiles
must have given them additional célour
and variety, with their green and brown
glazes.
